>  Notice that the 3" person (his / its / her / their) endings don't decline across the cases
(they stay the same regardless of the case of the noun).

» Do not prefix possessive pronouns starting with a vowel with 'H' when they follow a preposition.
You only do this for standard personal pronouns.

»  Also notice that eré is also the standard personal pronoun meaning "he / it" in the accusative and genitive cases.
